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Content of the abstract

The dissertation analyses the state of research on the multicultural
upbringing of children in family-type children's homes in pedagogical theory
and practice. It also updates the study's categorical and conceptual apparatus.

The criteria, indicators, and levels of multiculturalism formation in
children brought up in family-type children's homes are characterised and
defined.

The effectiveness of socio-pedagogical conditions of multicultural
upbringing of children in family-type children's homes is theoretically
substantiated, defined, and experimentally tested.

The methodology of the multicultural upbringing of children in family-
type children's homes and the model forfor its implementation in practice have
been developed and tested.

To thoroughly disclose the problem under study, the multicultural
upbringing of children in family-type children's homes is characterised in three
interrelated theoretical and applied areas. The first is a historical and genetic
analysis of the psychological, pedagogical and socio-pedagogical component of
the processes of multicultural education of a growing personality in different
historical periods through the formation of their morality and spiritual world,
value sphere and value attitudes and orientations in family-type children's homes
and extrapolation of these processes into domestic and foreign pedagogical
science and educational practice. The second plane is the actualisation of the
conceptual and categorical apparatus of the study through the characterisation of

the essence of the basic concepts of the study. And the third plane, which is



logically related to the previous ones, is a thorough analysis and characterisation
of the development of international and domestic regulatory and legal support
for the processes of multicultural education of a growing personality, in
particular the formation of multiculturalism as a result of multicultural education
of children in family-type children's homes.

The theoretical basis of the study is characterised, which consists of the
provisions of philosophy, cultural studies, psychology, pedagogy and social
pedagogy about: the essence and significance of multicultural education of a
growing personality in modern society; specification of these processes through
the application of personality-oriented, humanistic and systemic approaches to
determining the essence and direction of socio-pedagogical conditions of
multicultural education of children in family-type children's homes; taking into
account their age peculiarities.

The author analyses the leading international («<UN Charter», «UNESCO
Charter», «Universal Declaration of Human Rights», «Declaration of Principles
on Tolerance», «International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of
Racial Discrimination», «Convention on the Rights of the Child») and domestic
(«Constitution of Ukraine», The Laws of Ukraine «On Protection of
Childhood», «On Education», «Family Code of Ukraine», CMU Resolutions
«On Approval of the Regulation on Family-type Children's Homes», «On
Protection of Children's Rights during the Period of Emergency or Martial
Law», Orders of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine and the
Ministry of Family, Youth and Sports of Ukraine «On Approval of the
Procedure for Social Support of Foster Families and Family-type Children's
Homes») and a number of other legal documents that reveal the content,
directions, trends and patterns of multicultural education of a growing
personality in the socio-cultural space of the state and ensure the effectiveness of
social and pedagogical conditions for multicultural education of children in

family-type children's homes.



Within the framework of the conceptual and categorical paradigm of the
study, the etymology of key concepts is characterized as a projection of the
material and spiritual culture of Ukrainian society on the processes of forming
the semantic field of the following categories: morality and moral values,
humanism and tolerance, culture and multiculturalism, socio-pedagogical
conditions, multicultural education of children, family-type children’s home,
multicultural education of children in family-type children's homes, socio-
pedagogical conditions of multicultural education of children in family-type
children’s homes.

Multicultural upbringing of children in family-type children's homes is
defined as a complex pedagogical process aimed at forming a personality that is
aware of its national and cultural identity, originality, uniqueness, and
contributes to the enrichment and multiplication of the cultural heritage of its
native people, is understanding and respectful of representatives of other
cultures, capable of positive intercultural interaction with them in a specific
social institution where educational influences take place at the pedagogical and
family level, which determines the content of the methodology of multicultural
education, taking into account the peculiarities of raising orphans.

Multiculturalism is interpreted as an integrated quality of a personality
(including citizenship, patriotism, tolerance), which generally ensures its
successful implementation in a multicultural society, contributing to resolving
interethnic conflicts and establishing constructive relationships. This is one of
the leading indicators of a child's individuality, characterising their behaviour
and actions, desires, abilities and skills to make adequate assessments and self-
evaluations of the results of their own or collective actions in various situations
of interpersonal interaction in a family-type children's home, based on mutual
enrichment of the individual while preserving identity in a multitude of cultures.
This is a response to the modern processes of globalisation and integration of
human life spheres based on negative cultural stereotypes and prejudices the

result of multicultural education.



The author's methodology of multicultural education of children in
family-type homes is presented, the content of which is revealed through the
model of its implementation, namely: substructural blocks: target (purpose and
objectives of the study), conceptual (patterns, principles and methodological
approaches), content and process (methodological tools, which include forms,
methods, techniques, means and socio-pedagogical conditions of multicultural
upbringing of children in family-type children’s homes), criterion-diagnostic
(components, criteria, indicators and levels of multiculturalism), and result (a
child with formed multiculturalism).

During the ascertaining stage of the pedagogical experiment:

- a component-criterion base of the study was developed, which includes
components (cognitive, emotional and value, communicative and behavioural),
criteria (awareness and knowledge, depth of understanding; tolerant and value-
based attitude to the diversity of cultures of the native people, the realities of the
multicultural environment in general and representatives of other cultures in
particular; ability to solve problems of multicultural orientation in the process of
intercultural communication and practical activity, tolerantly interact with
representatives of different cultures), indicators (knowledge of the conceptual
apparatus of the study, peculiarities of national culture and its influence on the
perception of the world and behaviour of children; awareness of the cultural
diversity of the environment as a source of formation of a multicultural
personality; awareness of the need to establish interpersonal relationships with
representatives of other cultures; respectful attitude to the culture of the native
people and manifestation of emotionally coloured positive interest in
representatives of other cultures, respect for their cultural peculiarities and
differences; tolerant and accepting attitude to the otherness of representatives of
other cultures, critical attitude to multicultural information; interpersonal and
intercultural communication based on socially accepted norms and rules of
behaviour in a multicultural environment; interaction with representatives of

other cultures, taking into account the principles of tolerance and acceptance;



providing practical assistance (verbal and non-verbal) to representatives of other
cultures; respect and tolerance for people of different ethnic groups, their
traditions, customs, beliefs, patterns of social behaviour; ability to consciously
regulate one's behaviour depending on situations of multicultural interaction),
levels of multiculturalism: high, medium, low;

- a package of diagnostic tools was developed to determine the levels of
multiculturalism in children from family-type children’s homes: a questionnaire
to assess knowledge of multicultural concepts; methods: «Ukrainian clothes»;
«Guess the holiday», «Dress a Ukrainian woman/man», «Treat a foreigner with
a national dish»; questionnaires «What do | know about tolerance», «Attitude
towards foreign citizens» (by V. A.Horbatiuk, Y.V.Emelianenko,
S. P. Kozyreva); the Culture of Interethnic Interaction questionnaire (by
O. F. Shabliuk), problem situations «Newcomer», «Birthday», «UKrainian
cuisine», «Help a foreigner»;

- the experimental basis of the study was determined and substantiated;

- two groups for the pedagogical experiment were formed: the control
group (CG) — 98 respondents , and the experimental group (EG) — 106
respondents. A total of 204 respondents;

- it has been found that 17.6% of respondents in the experimental group
have a high level of multiculturalism as a holistic pedagogical phenomenon,
25.1% have an average level, and 57.3% have a low level. In the control group,
the results are as follows: 18.3% of respondents were classified as having a high
level, 29.0% as having an average level, and 52.7% as having a low level.

The methodology of multicultural education of children in family-type
children's homes was tested during the formative stage of the experiment, the
purpose of which was to test the effectiveness of socio-pedagogical conditions
of multicultural education of children in family-type children's homes, such as:
1) formation of preparedness of parents-caregivers to organise multicultural
education of children in family-type children's homes; 2) creation of a

multicultural educational environment based on the principles of cultural



dialogue and cultural pluralism, which ensures the development of
multiculturalism in children as an integrated quality of personality; 3)
development of tolerant and accepting attitudes towards representatives of other
cultures and their otherness in children in family-type children's homes; 4)
introduction of forms and methods of education that meet the age characteristics
of children, their interests and activate the process of multicultural education in
family-type children's homes.

These conditions were implemented through the involvement of parents of
children from the experimental group in the ongoing socio-pedagogical
integrated course «Multicultural upbringing of children in family-type children's
homes» (its programme included a series of lectures, webinars, cross-cultural
trainings, socio-pedagogical workshops, an interactive course «Family for a
Child: raising children left without parental care»), and the use of effective
forms of multicultural child-rearing: studying, analysis and application of
Ukrainian sayings, proverbs, tongue twisters, rhymes, etc.; reading and analysis
of Ukrainian folk tales, legends, myths; reading and analysis of intercultural
tales; Ukrainian folk games, educational games of multicultural orientation;
celebration of folk holidays, study of traditions and customs of celebrating
holidays by representatives of other cultures; excursions to museums, trips to the
locality, meetings with masters of Ukrainian folk crafts and trades; meetings
with representatives of other cultures; role-playing games; intercultural
dialogue; solving life situations of multicultural orientation; methods of
multicultural education: success situations; storytelling; methods of forming
consciousness and self-awareness, educational situations, stimulating
intercultural communication, multicultural reflection, empathy, ethnic
identification, guidance (do as | do), stimulating multicultural behaviour and
activities, participatory observation, immersion in the social environment, game
and search methods.

The programme of research and experimental work ‘Socio-pedagogical

conditions of multicultural upbringing of children in family-type children's



homes’ was developed, which includes: the hypothesis of the study, its purpose
and objectives, specific stages and methods of scientific research, characteristics
of the experimental base, algorithm for diagnosing the levels of formation of
multiculturalism as a holistic pedagogical phenomenon. Its implementation was
carried out in accordance with the analytical and stating, analytical and search,
prognostic and design, and summarising stages, each of which was specified by
duration, tasks, supported by scientific principles, and a clearly defined target
audience.

The final (control) diagnostics of the levels of multiculturalism formation
in EG and CG was carried out: it was found that multiculturalism as a holistic
pedagogical phenomenon was formed at a high level in 30.2% of EG
respondents (an increase of 12.6% compared to the ascertaining stage of the
pedagogical experiment), at an average level - in 53.4% (a rise of 28.3%), at a
low level - in 16.4% (a decrease of 47.2%). The data obtained give grounds for
the following conclusions: the positive dynamics in the change in the levels of
multiculturalism in the experimental group is the result of the introduction of
socio-pedagogical conditions and the socio-pedagogical integrated course
«Multicultural Education of Children in Family-type Children's Homes». The
equality of the general variances was confirmed by the Fisher-Snedeker test; the
research hypothesis was tested using the non-parametric Student's t-test.

The effectiveness of the socio-pedagogical conditions of multicultural
education of children in family-type children's homes and the methods of their
practical implementation have been confirmed.
