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The research presents a comprehensive analysis of the formation and development
of religious education in Volhynia in the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. The
theoretical foundations are defined, the periodisation of the development of religious
education in Volhynia is substantiated, the historiography of the problem is analysed.
The research problem is considered at the general philosophical (in the light of
humanistic and cultural approaches), general scientific (as a combination of historical
and chronological, historical and comparative, historical and dichotomous approaches)
and special scientific (historical and pedagogical regionalism) levels. The necessity of
applying the narrative criterion to determine the main groups of sources used in the
research process is substantiated: 1) archival documents and materials; 2) publications
in periodicals; 3) dissertation research; 4) scientific monographs of the period under
study and modern ones; 5) dictionary and reference literature; 6) scientific research in
the field of methodology of the history of pedagogy, pedagogical historiography,
personal studies, theory and methods of education; 7) researches in the field of history
of Ukraine and history of Volhynia.



The research periodises the process of formation and development of religious
education in Volhynia in the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries: 1808-1836 — the
stage of confrontation; 1836-1868 — the stage of institutionalisation; 1868-1896 — the
stage of hierarchisation; 1896-1917 - the stage of stabilisation. The content and main
trends in the development of religious education at each stage are presented.

Based on the analysis of the socio-political, ideological and socio-cultural
situation in Volhynia in the nineteenth century, the main factors/prerequisites for the
formation and development of religious education in the region are identified: 1) socio-
political, the content of which is the transition of the territory of Volhynia to the Russian
Empire as a result of several partitions of Poland, the last of which (1795) finally
consolidated Volhynia within the empire; 2) ideological, which implemented the
imperial formula «Orthodoxy — autocracy — nation», which determined the basis of the
tsarist policy of Russification in Volhynia and influenced the content of religious
education in educational institutions of the province; 3) socio-cultural, according to
which the dominance of the Orthodox Church throughout Volhynia determined the
obligation to study the basics of the Orthodox faith in all educational institutions of the
region and explained the peculiarities of religious education among other ethno-
cultural communities of the Volhynia region.

The contribution of religious and public figures of Volhynia to the development
of religious educational institutions of the region is analysed. The role and significance
of the biographical method and the method of personification in historical and
pedagogical research are substantiated. It is established that the Orthodox priesthood
of Volhynia in the period under study proceeded in the practice of religious education
from the classical biblical principles of fostering Christian virtues of children during
their education; rarely priests took into consideration the vast experience of moral and
ethical education of children in the family, enshrined in national traditions, customs
and rituals. On the other hand, well-known Volhynia hierarchs and teachers of
theological educational institutions (A. Khoynatsky, A. Sendulsky, O. Fotynsky, M.
Teodorovych, Archbishop Modest, Archbishop Agafangel, Archbishop Vitaliy and
others) carried out powerful scientific research on the history and culture of Volhynia.

The hierarchy of religious educational institutions of the nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries is characterised. It is noted that since the beginning of the
nineteenth century, the Russian Empire has been building a three-stage education



system in the unity of primary (parochial colleges, parochial schools, Sunday schools,
primary public schools, literacy schools, rural schools), secondary (classical and real
gymnasiums, real schools, boarding schools, county schools, diocesan schools) and
higher (universities) levels. It is proved that throughout the entire period under study;,
the education system of the empire had a pronounced tendency to be class-based; in
this regard, the author concludes that students from families of the clergy dominated
all religious educational institutions of Volhynia, except for parochial schools and
Jewish educational institutions. Religious educational institutions were simultaneously
under the care of secular and church authorities; this explains the complexity of
analysing the legal framework for the development of religious education in Volhynia.
The research describes the general imperial documents (charters, decrees, regulations
and other documents of the Ministry of Public Education of the Russian Empire),
regulatory documents of the Holy Synod and local regional documents (letters and
orders at the level of the trustee of Kyiv educational district and the Archbishop of
Lutsk and Zhytomyr).

The features of the content, forms and methods of education and upbringing in
theological educational institutions of Volhynia in the nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries are determined. The content of education in the Volhynian Theological
Seminary is characterised. It is concluded that the basis of the seminarians' religious
education was the study of the following: abbreviated catechism, moral instruction, full
catechism, sacred history and moral rules (in the so-called «first classes», i.e., the class
of poetry, as well as in the lower, middle and higher grammar classes) and abbreviated
Christian theology, dogmatic theology, polemical theology, moral theology, reading the
Holy Scriptures, sermon writing and reading a book on the duties of a parish priest (in
the «last classes», i.e., theological and philosophical classes, the class of rhetoric). The
peculiarities of the use of reproductive (reading, conversation, writing and recitation of
the Holy Scriptures) and creative (text analysis, independent work, poetry, polemics)
teaching methods in the Volhynian Theological Seminary are clarified. The methods of
control over the progress of students (current, in the form of grades and final — In the
form of preliminary and final exams) are characterised.

The research analyses the content of education in district theological schools,
which consisted of two classes of two years of study each (Russian reading and writing,
the first four rules of arithmetic, church music, Russian grammar, abridged catechism).



The main forms (one-hour lesson, independent work, examination) and methods
(reading and interpretation of religious texts, exercises, recitation by heart, writing on
religious topics, catechetical methods) of the educational process in parish schools are
identified. The author notes the special role of singing and music in the content of
education in parish theological schools, and the book as a leading means of religious
education.

It is found that the purpose of education in theological schools of Volhynia was to
form obedience as a leading Christian virtue; the leading methods of education were to
involve students in continuous activity and «good use of time»; methods of moral
control; methods of encouragement (praise, enrolment in the category of senior
students, announcement of the names of the best students during exams, awarding by
books with religious content) and punishment (verbal, methods of limiting students'
activities in space and time, reprimands, assignment of a special place at the table,
restriction of food, solitude or even imprisonment, deprivation of books, expulsion
from the school). The role of prayer and repentance in the educational process of
theological schools is noted. The role and importance of overseers, educators and
inspectors in controlling the behaviour of parochial school students during
extracurricular time is presented. The author substantiates the idea that the basis of
educational activities in the parochial schools of Volhynia was a prayer, attendance of
parochial schools in the parish and participation in traditional church services
(confession, communion). The main methods of education (encouragement and
punishment) are described — praise, rewarding with books, as well as remarks,
instruction, shaming, standing in the classroom during the lesson on your feet,
prohibition to participate in children's games during breaks, detention in the classroom
after school for more than an hour, etc.

The research analyses the content and peculiarities of the activities of women's
religious educational institutions in Volhynia — diocesan women's schools for girls of
the clergy, which were opened in Zhytomyr (1864) and Kremenets (1884).

The research notes the peculiarities of the content of education in Jewish religious
educational institutions of Volhynia (in Talmud Torahs and heder), which was purely
religious in nature; only at the end of the nineteenth century secular subjects (writing,
mathematics, geography) began to appear among the academic disciplines. It is
established that for more than a century, the teaching methods in Talmud Torahs and



hederim were purely conservative and reproductive in nature. The role and significance
of the Zhytomyr Rabbinical School in the organisation of religious education in the
Jewish community of Volhynia as the only institutional form of higher spiritual
education is noted.

The features of thereligious education of children and youth of the Czech, Polish
and German communities of Volhynia in the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries
are characterised. It is noted that after the first Polish uprising (1831), the Roman
Catholic schooling actually stagnated; Polish schools, including the \olhynian
Lyceum, were liquidated; the religious component in the content of education in
Roman Catholic educational institutions was minimised to the education of children
and youth in churches or boarding schools. It is proved that the most characteristic
feature of the German community of Volhynia was its socio-cultural isolation, which
resulted in the model of German schooling (primary and secondary) developed by the
colonists, based on the Lutheran or Roman Catholic religion, which was followed by
the Germans of Volhynia. It has been established that religious education in the primary
schools of the Czech community of Volhynia consisted of studying Russian-Czech
writing, reading in Russian and Czech, Russian history, arithmetic, sacred history and
prayers.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that it is the first systematic
and holistic analysis of the process of formation and development of religious
education in Volhynia in the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries; identifies the
leading factors and prerequisites (socio-political, ideological, socio-cultural) for the
development of religious educational institutions in the region; characterises the
contribution of religious and public figures of Volhynia to the formation and
development of religious education in Volhynia during the period under study;
substantiates the structure, content, forms and methods of teaching and upbringing in
Orthodox, Roman Catholic, Lutheran and Jewish religious schools in Volhynia in the
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries;

the historical and pedagogical knowledge about the correlation between the
global and the local in the development of the education system of sub-Russian Ukraine
has been improved;

the forms and methods of historical and pedagogical research were further
developed.



The practical significance of the results obtained is that its content and
conclusions can be used by historians of education to write scientific works on
historical and pedagogical regionalism; teachers of the history of Ukraine and history
of education to develop disciplines of free choice of students on the history of the
\Volhynia and the history of national schooling; teachers of secondary schools to
introduce the historical experience of religious education in the process of teaching and
upbringing of children and youth.
